Health & Safety Policy

Policy Statement

The health and safety of club members, participants, spectators and all others involved in cricket is of paramount importance to Murton Cricket Club. The club is committed, so far as reasonably practicable, to operating in accordance with the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 and all relevant regulations made under the Act.

In order to achieve this Murton CC will:-

· Provide adequate control of the health and safety risks arising from its activities

· Consult with our members on matters affecting their health and safety

· Provide and ensure maintenance of safe facilities and equipment (co-ordinating with Murton Parish Council where necessary)

· Ensure all participants are provided with adequate safety information

· Minimise the risk of accidents

· Maintain safe conditions for cricket activity

· Review and revise this policy as necessary at regular intervals
The management committe has prime responsibility for health and safety in Murton CC’s activities. It is the duty of this committee to see that everything reasonably practicable is done to prevent personal injury and to maintain a safe and healthy place of recreation. It is the duty of all coaches, members, players, spectators and all others involved in cricket to act responsibily, and to do everything they can to prevent injury to themselves and colleagues.

ORGANISATION

Day to day responsibility for ensuring this policy is put into practice is delegated to the Club Secretary. All club members are expected to co-operate with the management committee on health and safety matters, take reasonable care of their own health and safety & report all health and safety concerns to the Club Secretary.

Coaches

All volunteer coaches must have or be working towards appropriate ECB coaching qualifications and a current valid CRB check. Coaches have the responsibility for the supervision and conduct of the young people in their care throughout each session of activities they are delivering. Coaches must do their best to ensure the health and safety of everyone taking part in cricket activities.

Umpires and Scorers

All umpires and scorers must have a current CRB check.

Monitoring

The Management Committee is responsible for monitoring the operation of this policy & for investigating accidents and making recommendations to prevent a recurrence.
SAFETY PROCEDURES

Risk Assessement

Coaches should carry out a risk assessment at the beginning of each session. Any adverse findings of the risk assessment must be reported to the Club Secretary and remedial action agreed and implemented before activities begin.

Accidents and First Aid

A first aid kit, suitable for sports clubs, will be available in the pavillion at all times. All accidents, however minor, should be recorded in an accident book. If necessary, First aid should be administrated by a trained person. In the event of an accident/injury to a young person, that young person’s parents should be notified and an incidient/accident report filled in.
CHILD WELFARE
Safeguarding Children 
Murton CC is committed to making cricket a safe, positive and enjoyable experience for all players, participants and spectators but particularly for young people and vunerable adults. Murton CC endorses and implements the ECB ‘Safe Hands’ Safeguarding and Protecting Children Policy. Information on this policy can be found on the ECB Website www.ecb.co.uk.
In the event of any incidents arising relating to child welfare, these should be immediately reported to Murton CC’s assigned Child Welfare Officer (CWO). It is the role of the Child Welfare Officer to investigate the incident and take appropriate action in line with the guidelines set out in the ECB ‘Safe Hands’ policy.
Junior Registrations

It will be the responsibility of the Child Welfare Officer at the start of each season to obtain and maintain a register of all Junior players. A consent form will be completed by the junior players parents, so to provide the club with their consent for their child to play Cricket for Murton CC. The consent form will also provide the CWO and coaches with emergency contact details, should the need arise, for that child along with information on any medical conditions that child may suffer from which could be affected from the activities they will undertake. 
Ratios of staff to Young Persons

It is important that there is an appropiate ration of supervising adults to youg people, particularly on away trips, to ensure the safety of the group. There must be enough adults to be able to deal with an emergency, so a minimum of two supervising adults associated with Murton CC must be at every game.

ECB Fast bowling Directive and Safety Guidelines
Murton CC adopts the ECB Fast Bowling directive and safety guidlines in all Junior matches. 

A helmet with a faceguard must be worn by all juniors (in both junior and adult cricket) when batting and when wicket keeping standing up to the stumps (as a guideline, closer than 5 metres) against a hard ball in practice and in matches. 

Murton CC will following the ECB Fast Bowling (Fast bowler defined as a bowler to whom a wicket keeper in the same age group would in normal circumstances stand back to take the ball):

Safe positioning of fielders: No player in the under 15 age group or younger shall be allowed to field closer than 7.3 metres (8 yards) from the middle stump, execpt behind the wicket on the off side, until the batter has played the ball. For players in the under 13 age group and below the distance is 10 metres (11 yards)

Games Outdoors

The Club Secretary, in communication with Umpires, groundsman and team captains, will be responsible for judging if a pitch and conditions are fit for play prior to the commencement of a game (once a game has commenced it is then the sole responsibility of the Umpires).

In relation to Junior games, it is the responsibility of the CWO and Coaches to judge whether pitches are playable and conditions are fit for play to ensure the health and wellbeing of the junior players.
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
